SCHWARTZ’S SCHOOL OF TAE-KWON-DO
BELT RANK TESTING INFORMATION 

It is estimated that only One out of every Five Hundred people who step foot into a Martial Arts School will stay with it long enough to earn a Black Belt. If earning a Black Belt is your goal and you have the patience, determination, and desire necessary to reach this goal, you have come to the right place! 

To reach Black Belt, students will progress through the following belt ranks: White, Yellow, Blue, 

1st Green, 2nd Green, Purple, 1st Brown, 2nd Brown, 3rd Brown, and Red Belt. The requirements 

for each belt rank are listed on the “Belt Rank Promotion Requirements” handout.  

Mr. Schwartz will inform each student when he or she is eligible to test. Traditionally, it is 

disrespectful for a student to ask the Instructor to be tested.

To become eligible to test you must meet or have completed the following:

*   Met the minimum class time requirements for each rank.

*   Display the proper attitude and adhere to the Code of Conduct / Dojang Rules.

*   Wear the proper karate uniform, belt, and patches.
*   Demonstrate the ability to perform the required techniques.

*   Monthly Instruction Fee paid up to date.
*  $25.00 GUP rank testing fee paid prior to test date. (Family discount $5.00 off for each student in the same family that is testing on the same date.)
Promotion tests are conducted on site at Schwartz’s School of Tae-Kwon-Do. Each test requirement is scored based on the following:   (Half points may also be given. example: 3.5)

5 = Outstanding!   

 4 = Good!       
3 = Average!

2 = Below Average! 

 1 = Poor!        
0 = Fail!

Adding your individual scores together and dividing by the number of scores received achieve the final score you receive on your test. This method of scoring allows each requirement to count equally in your total score. Upon passing, students will receive their new belt or stripe (depending on the rank testing for) and a personalized full color certificate!

Note: Students testing for 1st degree Black Belt will test before a Black Belt panel that will determine if the student passed or not by voting “Yes” or “No” at the conclusion of the test, regardless of the scores they receive on the individual test requirements. If there is a “Tie” (3 votes Yes, 3 votes No) the tiebreaker will be decided by Mr. Schwartz’s vote. If a student fails the Black Belt test they must train for a minimum of 2 months before they are eligible to re-test. 
Each student is ranked in order according to his or her belt color. Students of the same belt color are ranked by the date they received their promotion. Students promoted to the same rank on the same date are then ranked according to the highest score. Should there be a tie in score, the students written test score will serve as the tiebreaker.

Students who break or set a School Record on or before a test will receive a 1 point bonus for each category. Example: A student breaks the record for Push-Ups, instead of receiving a (5) score they would receive a (6) score. 
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
